THE ATOM PRAYER 
(Father Grangell's Monthly Conference) 

The virtue for the month of April: LOVE OF NEIGHBOR 
Patron Saint: St. John, the Apostle, Evangelist 
Text: This is my commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you. 

(St. John 15/12) 

This is the month of LOVE OF OUR NEIGHBOR! Who is my neighbor? Every-
body in the world, three billion people, each one of them. How can I love all of them? 
It's easy. Pray for them, for each one of them. We ordinarily think of CHARITY as 
helping the poor, the needy, the sick. 

If you remember your catechism; there are Seven Corporal Works of Mercy, 
ALL CHARITY, and Seven Spiritual WOrks of Mercy, ALL CHARITY. 

I think all you good Father Seelos-people who read the monthly conference 
are MGILY-people. Read Deuteronomy 6/4 to 10, the 5th Book of the Old Testament, 
see how God wants us never to get away from loving Him. Then read St. Paul's 1st 
Corinthians, all of Chapter 13. See how He wants us to love our neighbor. Read 
these texts often, talk about them, make them your favorites. 

Tell God you want the three billion people living now and everybody who will 
live in the world till the end of time to love Him — this is a prayer of DESIRE. 

Tell God you want to offer the greatest number of acts of love a creature mind 
can think of. This number is known by God only. It's finite, however. It takes one 
second to say "My God, I love You". It takes a few seconds to say the ATOM PRAYER. 
Memorize it, repeat it often during the day. In your charity you are praying for the 
three billion people in the world. 

THE ATOM PRAYER 

My God, I offer You as many acts of love as there are (1) ATOMS of creation 
(there is an actual number of them. God knows it); (2) As there are tiniest DROPS OF 
WATER (as tiny as steam, as the fog; there is an actual number of them); (3) As there 
are SQUARE INCHES of space; (4) As there are MOVEMENTS of animate and in-
animate things (heartbeats and growing things). And I want the number multiplied 
by itself every second as light moves (light moves 186,000 miles a second), light is 
diffused, always moving. Good God, You know this number! You know the love of my 
heart for you! 

Blessed Mother, love God for me and the three billion. 

We used to sing this hymn: 

: Oh wonderful that Thou shouldst let, so vile a heart as mine : 
: Love Thee with such a love as this 
: And make so free with Thine. 
: The craft of this wide world of ours 
: Poor wisdom seems to me 
: Oh, Jesus, Jesus, I have grown childish with love of Thee.
